It is well arranged in regard to exits
and entrances, and the auditorium is in all respects convenient
and comfortable. Its stage is ample, equipped with all necessary
scenic devices, and équally well adapted to the production of
spectacles, Shaksperian plays, comedy, or the society drama.
The parquette and dress-circle have chairs of the usual design,
seating seven hundred persons, with stools for one hundred more
in the lobby. There are four proscenium boxes, accommodating
four to six persons each, and three mezzanine boxes on either
side of the dress-circle, holding from three to six. The lessees
are Messrs. W. B. Barton and Frank Lawlor. Barton Hill is
acting manager, Thomas Maguire, Jr., treasurer, and William
Voegtlin, scenic artist.
