PRINT 

Berkeley High' s print shop is one of the more interesting 
and educational shop courses offered at Berkeley. 

Various types of type-setting, press operation and I.inotype 
operation are made available for the student who Wishes to 
make printing his vocation. .. , 

Most of the printed forms, registration cards, te~cher s 
schedules and other printed material is turned out In the 
print shop. . . . . 

The course holds iust as many opportuniti es for girls as It 
does for boys, and this is shown by the increase of girls enrolled 
in the printin g classes. 

With Mr. George McClusky as instructor, and the fine 
material available for operation, Berke ley Hi gh's print shop 
produces many able boys who may step into a job imme­
diately. 

RADIO 

Th e radio shops at Berkeley High are one of the not un­
important vocational studies available. 

Under the direction of Mr. Milton Winsby, boys taking 
radio shop are learning not only to build and repair radios, 
but also to understand the principles of radio-telephony. 

A newly established radio-communications class is teaching 
the fellows to send and receive the inta rnational Morse code. 
This training is very important, especially for boys and girls 
who are planning to enter the services at the conclusion of 
high school. 

AUTO 

Mr. Hugh Reinecke's classes in auto shop take apart any­
thing that has a motor in it and e ndeavor to repla ce parts 
where they belong. As a rule, the parts usually come out 
pretty even, and the wreck they tow into the shop comes out 
running like a clock. 

Man y a forgotten ialopy has been reconditioned and put 
back into very active se rvice, complete with dual pipes, 
Carson top and dual-downdraft pots. 

In case the last few words we re Greek to yo u, take a 
gander at the Berkeley H igh auto shop someday and maybe 
you ' ll be persuaded to take the course a nd have some fun 
and learn something about automobi les at the same time. 

MACHINE 
About the most importan t shop course during the war 

emergency is Mr. Chauncey King's machine shop. 
Here boys and girls learn what a metal lathe is, what makes 

it tick and how to operate one skil lfully . 
A ll kinds of drill press, shaper, and engi ne lathe operations 

are studied during the progress of the course . 
Th e shipyards are urgently in need of trained machinists, and 

Berkeley High 's machine shop is doing a fine iob of producing 
the necessary boys who can take over a vi tal war job between 
the time of graduation and when the Army calls them. 

WOOD 
Boys in the wood shop groups learn to make everything 

from a small pair of book ends to large doors and small 
booths for ticket selling. 

Mr. John Morrill , instructor of wood shop, and the boys 
ta king the cou rse answe red the call of the Arm y and Navy 
when th ey exp ressed a need for sca le model planes. 

Our shops came through with a much greate r num ber than 
their quota ca ll ed for, and are still p roducing them steadily. 

Besides building va ri ous things of wood, the boys learn how 
to handle carpenter's tools, how to operate the different 
power tools , and just what type of tool to use on that certain 
iob. 

SHEET 
Th e art of working sheet metal into iust the desired shape 

and form is what Mr. Harold Bellus, instructor in sheet metal 
and mechanical drawing courses, endeavors to teach the 
aspiring students. 

Many kinds of rain spouts, roof vents a nd other irregular 
shaped types of fixtures are turned out by the sheet metal 
c lasses. 

A very necessary trade for a boy who wa nts to go into a 
war job and a very interesting one at any rate, is the course 
in sheet metal working. 

DRAWING 
The Mechanical drawing and Industrial drawing classes at 

Berkeley really put o ut some trained d raftsmen. With only 
high school drawing, a boy or girl ca n get a job in industry 
and earn very substantial pay. The field is not limited to boys 
alone, for a good deal of the drawing classes have a number 
of girls enrolled. 

Mr. Edward Dunkum heads the department, and Mr. C lifford 
Marker and Mr. Bellus also teach this subiect. 

The training obtained in taking these cou rses is very valu­
able for the war effo rt and it is also a fine fie ld to enter for 
a lifetime vocation . 

STAGE AND ELECTRIC 
All that expert lighting, sound and stage setting at the 

Berkeley High plays and operettas is th e doing of the Electric 
and Sta ge c rews, under the direction of Mr. Ralph Porter. 

Valuable experience in microphone work and public address 
systems is offered when the boys set up the systems for games, 
rallys and class meetings. 

INDUSTRIAL SCIENCE, PHOTOGRAPHY 
Mr. Richard Behrens, teaching both Industrial Science and 

Photography courses, is the man to see if you are interested 
in two very educational, interesting and worthwhile courses. 

Industrial science gives the student a chance to show what 
he can do in terms of actual practice. Proiects are assigned 
and ca rried out. 

It' s not all building, however, because there is some applied 
trade physics and a little chemistry added to give the fellows 
an all around knowledge of th e course.

Taking pictures, developing and 
printing them are among the items included in the course of 
study.

the boys an all-around knowledge of most shop procedures. 

Wood -turning, forging and metal-turning are also among 
the things the boys and girls are trained to do. As most of 
the other shop courses, the General Shop is no longer ex­
cI usive to boys.

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Let's go back to the fall of 1940, the year that you got your first glimpse of your 

Alma Mater for the next three yea rs, Berkeley High. 
As an extra gift to your already too pleased class, you were to be given the honor 

of being the first class of Berke ley High students to graduate from a new auditorium 
that was leaving the drawing boards and becoming a reality in a few short weeks. 

And" through the following spring and summer the construction was in full swing. 
First the old science bui lding fell before the wreckers ' ava lanc he of destruction. Most 

of the old auditorium was torn down and then up went the first beams for the new edifice. 

It was really a thrilling sig ht ; watching those girders rise and slowl y take the shape 

of a great round building. Even more spectacular were th e workmen, who in their tin 

helmets, slapped those red hot rivets back and forth as though they were in the ninth 
inning of an important ball game. 

The skeleton was taking shape; it even began to look like a building. Things were 
really popping and we, the graduating class of June 1943 , were right in the midst of the 

excitement, counting the days 'til the auditorium wou ld be finished and we'd be walk­

ing down the aisle to the stage and o ur diplomas. 

C louds of war ushered in the fa ll semester of 1941 and these clouds blotted out the 
plans for a new auditorium and the hopes of the class also sunk to a new low ebb. 

The first few weeks after construction was halted most of us felt pretty downhearted. 
All our plans for an unsurpassed graduation had been blacked out of the picture. 

It took a little while to realize what really had happened, but when the idea filtered 

through all of our heads, it really wasn't so bad that we had been deprived of com­

mencement in the new auditorium. All the steel and manpower that would have gone 

into the building was being used for a purpose many times as important as a mere new 
auditorium for an insignificant graduation for the class of June, '43. 

So the class once again settled down to sitting on the slope between, and well into, 
ninth or tenth periods, eating slope slop and having one swell time. Graduation was 

graduation, in the men's gym or a new auditorium, it didn't matter which now. 

What most of us see when we happen to glance in a northerly direction is nothing 

more than a weak-looking red-boned skeleton sta nding there; a skeleton of what was 
to have been part of our graduation. 

So to ease everyone's peace of mind, and to pay tribute to something that has be­
come more and more a symbol of the lives of the members of our class, we dedicate 

this spring Olla Podrida to what was to be and what some day will be, a new Berkeley 

High Auditorium.
