The 1970-1971 season was truly a banner year for the Washington
Eagles. The Eagles had a small team (only two starters were over
six feet) but their quickness and aggressiveness compensated for
their lack of height. The Eagles adept ball handling and tight defense
led to 23 victories and only 7 defeats. The AAA this year was loaded
with talent. Poly, by virtue of their last second victory over us, took
the round robin title with a record of 6 and 1 while the Eagles, Lowell,
and Wilson, tied for second with records of 5-2. In the semi-finals
Poly faced Wilson while the Eagles tipped off against Lowell. Lowell
beat the Eagles in a very close game earlier this season and the
Eagles were looking for revenge. They got it as the Eagles scalped
the Indians by 22 points. The stage was now set for the championship
game against Poly.

The Eagles defeated the Parrots 56-51 forcing a second title game to
be held the following Friday at City College. At the half, Poly had a
one point lead as the Eagles were hurt by the inside work of the Poly
big man, and our leading scorer, Ed Chow, had a disappointing first
half. In the second half the Eagles played good ball and with 48 sec-
onds left and a 5 point lead, things looked rosy for the Eagles. But the
Poly center, Atchan scored two quick baskets and was fouled on the
way up the second time. He missed the free throw but another Parrot,
C.W. Love got the rebound, was fouled, and was sent to the free
throw line with 2 shots. Love missed the first and made the second
and it was now our ball with 9 seconds to play. With one second left,
Eddie Chow uncoiled a 28 foot jumper that hit the mark. It put Wash-
ington in the TOC for the first time since 1952,

The TOC is a quite prestigious tournament featuring the champions

of most of the leagues in Northern California. We lost in the semi-
finals to Berkeley High in a game that just as easily could have gone
the other way as it was a nip and tuck battle all the way. We took 3rd
in the Tournament of Champions and consequently, we were voted the
3rd best in Northern California in the Examiner Coaches polls. It was
a great year for Washington High and Phil Ching and Ed Chow were
both named to the all-city team.
