Percentage 
is in use constantly in all of trade and 
industry. Every chi ld in America ex­
pects nOT on ly to learn to read, write 
and " figure," but also expects quite 
casually to learn many things which 
wou ld have amazed his grandparents 
in their youth. War is now abho rred , 
for it might destroy the race, women 
are the equals of men and actually ex­
pend and control ove r 80% of the 
nation 's wea lth and income, there are 
no s laves nor se rfs, and even catt le are 
protected by laws and by vigilant hu ­
mane societies, and a ll thi s developed 
in le3s than five centuries. 

So, as pupil s and teachers of Wi llits 
High Schoo l, we must work tcgel he r 
to build a better future , both individu ­
a ll y and raci al ly, on the heritage of the 
past . We need badly the capab il itie , 
of reading, writing, and " figuring ," 
but we also need to be ready to live
