Members of the Polytechnic Faculty were recommended
to us by university professors and are experienced in-

structors of high standing in Junior College work. They
are following closely university requirements in freshman

and sophomore courses, and students may depend upon
real college training in their work here.

Low Cost Policy

It was definitely decided at the opening of this college

that a low rate of tuition should be otTered. After a care-

ful estimate of costs the tuition rate was fixed at

$100 for the full semester 4 '.^ months.

$200 for the full year of 9 months.

$ 25 per month if paid monthly.

No extra fees for laboratory.

This makes it possible for many to attend who cannot

afford an expensive tuition.
