number of courses are also offered for the special benefit of

teachers. Summer courses may receive the same credit as the

same amount and kind of University work. For this purpose

sixteen weeks is considered a full semester; and courses run

ning four, six, eight, or more weeks are estimated at the proper
fractional equivalent of a full semesteris work. No student is

given more than ten hours of University credit for work done

during any summer vacation. The fees for summer courses

are fifteen dollars for a six weeks, course and twenty dollars
for an eight weeksi course, unless otherwise specified.
