In all these places,
toys will gladden the hearts of many
youngsters,

the little ones of wvarious institutions
are well provided with amusement, so
that they do not feel ““out of it", in the

At the Guild exhibit held on October
18, 19, and 20, Girls High had 138
garments on display., Blankets made
from seraps of cloth, and dainty sery-
igeable baby elothes formed the dona-
tion. The Guild finds the work of the
sewing class so attractive, that Girls
High's contributions are more eagerly
looked for each year,
