Certain telephones are equipped with an auto­
matic device, known as an Automatic Answering 
Set, which answers the telephone mechanically 
when no person is available to answer and then 
makes a recorded announcement. 

If your call is answered by an Automatic Answer­
ing Set, listen carefully for the announcement 
which will be self-explanatory. 
Some of these sets will also receive and record 
a message from the caller. 

Wf.,,. 'lj • .,.JJ,a,.A "BEEP" TONE 

ll you hear a short high "beep" tone every 15 seconds 
or so, it means that the person with whom you are 
talking is recording your conversation. This signal is 
produced by recorder-connector equipment furnished 
by the Telephone Company. Use of a recorder on the 
telephone line without this equipment is prohibited 
by the Company's tariffs.
